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General Information 
The Door Loop is used to connect a window controller to a Dynamic IGU when a component that moves is in the path of 
the IGU cable. It has been specifically designed and tested by View. It uses industry standard cutout dimensions with some 
specific requirements that are unique to this product.

These instructions are for use to install Door Loop View Inc. model number VP – DL – AL – 18 - 000
(Aluminum finish), VP – DL – BZ – 18 - 000 (Bronze finish) and VP – DL – BK – 18 – 000 (Black finish) or
VP – DL – SS -18 – 000 (an alternate design; Stainless Steel finish).

Using a View Door Loop will maintain the View warranty; the use of any other similar product not provided by View will void

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Door Loop Connection Detail
1. Be sure that the IGU cable (from the Window Controller) can be pulled through the cutout for the Door Loop, with

approximately two inches of it clear of the frame so that the connection between the Door Loop and the IGU cable
can be made.

2. Check that the IGU cable coming from the Window Controller is a Female and the Door Loop cable going to the
Door’s IGU is a Male.

3. Mount the Window Controller within the specifications outlined in the View Design Guide, pay special
attention so that the total wire length from the controller to the IGU is within those limits.

4. Openings in the walls will be required to gain access into the space in the framing system so that the Flex
Loop can be connected (figure 2).
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4. Illustrations in figures 3 and 4 show the connections from the Window Controller to the
Concealed Transfer and then to the IGU.
